The inclusion of Payton's loss to the 201@cBas is by no means an implication that Atlanta was not a quality team.
In fact, they finished with the best record in the NFC. However, New Orleans should have won the game in OT. To
lose after missing a 3@ard FG is a devastating loss against anyoherd's no telling what would have happened

the rest of the way if New Orleans had won, but there's a good chance the Saints would have won the NFC South.

4. 12/27/2009Tampa Bay Buccaneerslef. New Orleans Saints 2.7 (OT)

It's a good thing Hartley cam# big for New Orleans in the Super Bowl; otherwise he would be remembered for

two big FG misses in losses while playing for Payton.
