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FRIGHT NITE ON FIGHT NITE! 

       

As the Saints began preparing for their next game after Sunday's 35-28 victory over the Tampa Bay Bucs, things 

were a bit more normal than they have been recently.  

Middle linebacker Jonathan Vilma, who played 18 snaps against the Bucs after being activated from the 

reserve/physically unable to perform list on Saturday, was back. So was Interim-Coach, Joe Vitt, who had his six-

game suspension in the bounty case lifted at the end of Sunday's game. 

Vitt took the reins from Aaron Kromer immediately after the Saints won their second game in a row, boarded the 

team's chartered flight, and, when they landed, went straight to the office to being prepping for Sunday night's game 

with the Denver Broncos (3-3). 

Vitt was actually gone seven weeks when you count the Saints' bye week, but he was clearly ready to go as he 

worked through the night then had a long day on Monday. 



 

He spent part of the day getting caught up by members of the front office, football operations staff, the head trainer 

and team doctors before the easiest part -- meeting with the players and turning his full attention to the Broncos. 

Vitt knows how important it is to kept building on the momentum the Saints have from back-to-back wins with a 

bye sandwiched in between after starting the season with four consecutive losses. 

While the Saints have defeated the San Diego Chargers and Bucs by seven points each after trailing both games by 

double digits, Vitt knows their work is hardly done with six of their next seven games against teams that currently 

are .500 or better -- with five of them on the road. 

"We are going to go back to work and work our butts off to get better," Vitt said. "I am certainly not a miracle 

worker. I am humbled to be back here." 

Don’t worry, Coach Vitt.  We’ve got Drew Brees for the ‘miracle’ part of the rest of our season.   

SERIES HISTORY:  This Halloween-Showdown will be the 10th regular-season meeting between the Saints 

and Broncos.  The Broncos lead the series, 7-2.  The Broncos took the first four matchups and the last three, while 

the Saints won the two in between. In their last meeting in 2008, the Broncos held on for a 34-32 win -- their fourth 

victory in five games against the Saints in Denver. 

DID YOU KNOW THIS:  Last week, Brees became the first quarterback to have 300 yards and four touchdown 

passes in the first half of a game since Tom Brady on Oct. 18, 2009.  Brady went for 345 yards and five scores that 

day in a 59-0 bashing of the Tennessee Titans during their undefeated Regular Season. 

AND WHAT ABOUT THIS:  Brees and Peyton Manning will hook up for the fifth time in their careers with 

each winning twice when you count the Saints' 31-17 victory over Manning and the Indianapolis Colts in Super 

Bowl XLIV.  Brees split his two meetings with Manning when he was with the San Diego Chargers and also lost the 

2007 season opener when the Colts defeated the Saints 41-10. 

While Sunday night's game won't have a Super Bowl title on the line the numbers tell what kind of matchup it'll be.  

The two have combined for 99,475 passing yards, 712 touchdown passes, 8,615 completions, 238 regular-season 

victories, two Super Bowl wins and 57 fourth-quarter comebacks. 

The Saints only have two victories over the Broncos in the team's 46-year history. 

The second one was on Nov. 20, 1988, when the Saints manhandled the Broncos and future Pro Football Hall of 

Fame quarterback John Elway in the Superdome as they rolled to a 21-0 halftime lead and added 21 more points in 

the second half for what was then the largest margin of victory in franchise history and a final score of 42-0. 

Conclusion:  This one will be a shootout if the Saints have any chance of winning.
