ROSTER UPDATE:   

The Saints have promoted Rookie Quarterback, Ryan Griffin from the practice squad to the 

active roster, according to league sources. 

Griffin was a four-year starter for Tulane. 

In 39 starts, he passed for 9,026 yards, 79 TDôs and 35 INTôs. 

He set Tulane career marks in attempts, completions, and completion percentage, finishing 

ranked second in passing yards, passing yards per game, attempts per game, completions per 

game, and 300-yard passing games. 

 

The Saints waived Linebacker, Martez Wilson on Tuesday to make room for Ryan Griffin on the 

53-man roster.  The move isnôt shocking, since Wilson had been phased out of the Saintsô 

defense in recent weeks. But itôs a pretty stunning end for a career that began with so much 

promise. 

 

The Saints drafted the athletic 6-foot-4, 252-pounder out of Illinois in the third round in 2011. 

But he was never able to find a consistent role on the Defense while switching positions and 

defensive coordinators every year. 

 

It seemed like Rob Ryanôs 3-4 scheme would be the best fit yet for Wilson, who seemed ideally 

suited to play outside linebacker in a 3-4 with his size and athleticism. But an elbow injury that 

wiped out his entire preseason didnôt help his development and then the Saints have rarely lined 

up in their base 3-4 package this season, usually preferring a four-man front with five defensive 

backs. Wilsonôs snaps were limited all season until he was declared as a healthy inactive in 

Week 6. 

 

Wilson had one sack and four tackles this season. In his three-year career, he had a total of five 

sacks, 33 tackles and a forced fumble. 

 

Chances are heôll get picked up somewhere else around the league, since athletes of his caliber 

arenôt easy to find. 

 

Wilson ran the fastest 40-yard dash of any linebacker at the 2011 scouting combine (4.49 

seconds). And his former Illinois coach and former defensive coordinator Ron Zook once said, 

ñProbably, other than [former Saints pass-rusher] Joe Johnson, he might be more of a pure 

athlete than anyone I coached with the Saints.ò 

 

The Saints tried Wilson at outside linebacker in coordinator Gregg Williamsô base 4-3 scheme in 

2011, then as a defensive end in coordinator Steve Spagnuoloôs 4-3 scheme in 2012, but Wilson 

never earned a consistent role in the rotation. 

 



 

INJURY REPORT :   

Following their bye week, the New Orleans Saints saw the return of linebacker, Jonathan Vilma to the 

practice field on Monday. 

 ñI canôt wait to get back in the game.ò  - Vilma  

The move was noted in the leagueôs daily transactions report.  Vilma remains on the injured reserve list 

with a designation to return after having knee surgery during training camp. Vilma has been on the 

injured reserve list since the start of the regular season. Vilma can practice for the next two weeks with 

the Saints before being eligible to return to game action following Week 8. 

Vilma will be eligible to play in the Saintsô game against the New York Jets on Nov. 3. 

The good news for the Saints is that they have the bye in Week 7, giving Graham and other nicked-up 

players, like Lance Moore have an extra week to heal. Defensive end Cameron Jordan and running back 

Darren Sproles also left Sunday's game briefly, but both returned to action and spoke optimistically about 

being fine in time for their Week 8 matchup against the Buffalo Bills.

DID YOU KNOW ?:  From 2006 to 2008 the Saints were 0-3 in games played after the bye-week, 

however, since 2009, theyôre 4-0 in games after the bye giving them a 4-3 record all-time.  If you look at 

the games played the week before the bye, the Saints are 6-2 since 2006.  This gives them a record of 10-

5 in games played the week before the bye and the week after the bye, together.   

BUT DID YOU KNOW THIS?:   The last time the Saints were scheduled to play the Bills, Jets, 

Dolphins, Rams and the Patriots during the same regular season was in 2009 and we all know how that 

season ended.  Whatôs more interesting is that during that year the Vikings were the óotherô top NFC team 

and they had a 7-1 start to their season and eventually met up with the Black & Gold in the NFC Title 

Game.  The state of Minnesota is along the same line of latitude as the State of Washingtonéwhere 

Seattle is located.
