Blood clots were flowing again and some gal even lost her lunch like a Mardi-Gras hangover 

special, but on Sunday when the ñP.T. Cruiserò had 112 all-purpose yards and 2 TDôs and the 

Saints overcame an 11-point 4
th
 Qtr deficit to force overtime, and Thomas' partner, Khiry 

Robinson capped a 37-31 victory as he rumbled-and-stumbled for a 18-yard touchdown run to 

the end-zone and slayed several pirates to get there. 

And after a few more nail-biters like this one we should all be purchasing the stock of acid-

indegestion pharmaceutical product manufactures.    

Brees called Thomas ''everything you'd want in a teammate in regards to not only his production 

on game day but throughout the week.'' 

''He can do it all,'' Brees added. ''He's one of the best all-purpose backs in the league, no question, 

and he's been that for a long time.'' 

 

With a shoulder injury forcing ñJimmy Gò from the game in the 2
nd

 Qtr, Brees still passed for 

371 yards. But he also misfired 22 times, finishing 35 of 57. 

Now thatôs bad shooting. 

The ñP.T. Cruiserò became one of Brees' top targets, catching eight passes for 77 yards, 

including a 15-yard touchdown on a screen pass. He rushed for 35 yards, highlighted by his 27-

yard touchdown run in the 4
th
 Qtr. 

Robinson rushed 21 times for 89 yards. Thomas, Robinson and fellow running back Travaris 

Cadet combined for 228 yards from scrimmage and some more TDs. 



 

''We dug deep and did what we had to do to win,'' Thomas said. ''We never gave up hope. We 

kept fighting, fighting and fighting. It shows how much heart we have.'' 

And thatôs what REAL Saints do. 

On the other hand, the Bucs (1-4) hurt themselves with 15 penalties for 113 yards, none more 

damaging than the flag on cornerback Johnthan Banks in overtime for illegal hands to the face as 

Brees threw incomplete on third down. 

 

The penalties ''really hurt us,'' Bucs coach Lovie Smith said, adding that infractions like the one 

Banks committed ''are ones you just can't make.'' 

Evil Team Quarterback, Mike Glennon was 19 for 32 for 249 yards and 2 TDôs. He was 

intercepted once in the first half and sacked by Junior Galette for a safety in the 4
th
 Qtr. 

Starting for Josh McCown (injured thumb), Glennon nearly got his second straight victory in a 

stadium where the Bucs have not won since the last game of the 2010 regular season (and that 

was a forfeit, as Coach Payton sat all the starters before the Playoffs). That was also the last time 

the Saints lost in the Superdome with Coach Payton - who was exhiled in 2012. 

Tampa Bay held a two-score lead early in the 4
th
 Qtr after Glennon's 9-yard pass to Robert 

Herron, capping a drive highlighted by a 34-yard completion to Vincent Jackson. 

The Saints cut it 31-26 on Thomas' rushing TD, but then failed to convert a 2-point try. But with 

the Superdome crowd roaring, the Bucs' offense seemed to unravel. A holding penalty was 

followed by a botched snap, then a pair of pre-snap penalties that backed Tamp Bay up against 

its goal line.  Then it was 3
rd

 Down and 29.  It was THUNDERDOME time. 

The series ended when Galette stunted inside behind defensive end Cameron Jordan's outside 

pass rush and had a free run at Glennon for a safety that made it a 31-28.  So, who needs a 2-

point conversion when you can get the SAFETY??  Who indeed.  Who Dat? 

''I saw the opening and shot it,'' Galette said. 



 

 

New Orleans then capped the next drive with Shayne Graham's 44-yard field goal to tie it with 

2:30 left.  And the rest is history.  The Rob Ryan Defense only allowed 66 yards rushing and 249 

passing. They were able to bring down Glennon for one sack and the Special Teams was perfect 

as Morestead kept the Bucs in horrible field position and Shane ñThe Graham Crackerò was 3-3 

for FGôs on the day.   

While turnovers marred Drew Brees's outing, his performance was otherwise respectable, 

completing 35 of 57 passes for 371 yards and 3 INTôs, but he also put up 2 TDôs. 

 

Drew Brees has eclipsed 40,000 yards passing for the New Orleans Saints, becoming the fastest 

in NFL history to hit that mark with a single team. 

Brees went over the mark with an 8-yard pass to running back Travaris Cadet in the first quarter 

of his 132nd game with the Saints, a club he joined as a free agent in 2006. 

The mark Brees surpassed was held by Hall of Famer Dan Marino, who reached 40,000 yards in 

his 153rd game with the Miami Dolphins. 

Brees entered Sunday's game against Tampa Bay with 39,936 yards passing as a Saint, and 

52,284 yards passing for his career, which includes five seasons with San Diego.

In contrast, when we lost to Tamp in 2009 (at home) we only scored 17 points and 

when we beat Tampa in 2009 (on the road) we scored 38 points, which is the same amount of 

points that Dallas scored against us last week.
