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The Saints were in the bottom dwelling of the NFC SOUTH DIVISION and there was nowhere 

else left to go but up.  And like the phoenix rising from its own ashes, so to shall the Black & 

Gold in this ñEvil Franchise Trifectaò as nothing else could lift them from their own demise, like 

dominant victory against arch-rivals, such as these.   

Now, there are two remaining but this next battle wonôt be on the road, where the Saints have 

seen their last three victories derived.  Instead, theyôll have to rekindle the old magic at The 

Dome, and again, remind evil of where it goes to die.  In the church that Brees built.  

The Saints (6-8) won their third consecutive road game and set the stage for a pivotal home game 

Sunday against the ñDirty Birdsò (5-9). The Carolina Panthers (5-8-1) are in second place in the 

division. The Saints will end the regular season at Tampa Bay (2-12) on Dec. 28. 

Brees was playing in his 200th NFL game, and had a spectacular game as he passed 4,000 yards 

for the 9
th
 consecutive season by completing 29 of 36 passes for 375 yards and 3 TDôs. Brees has 

thrown for more than 300 yards in 85 of his 200 NFL games. 

The Rob Ryan Defense turned in its finest performance of the season while on the road, sacking 

Evil Team Quarterback, Jay Cutler seven times (three by linebacker Hawthorne, two by 

linebacker Galette and intercepting him three times (one by Robinson and two by safety Pierre 

Warren). 

And who is this guy Warren anyway?  I havenôt seen such great plays being made by a free-

safety since Darren Sharper during the 2009 championship season.

once with favorite target, ñThe Colstonò.  Colston finished with five receptions for 65 yards. 

Eight players caught passes with the ñP. T. Cruiserò grabbing five for 83 yards, WR, Kenny

Mark ñMo-Moneyò Ingram led the rushing attack with 59 yards on 17 carries, including his 

team's final touchdown on a 15-yard rush down the sideline. 

ñSo do I, Marquesé.so do I.ò  - The Coach   

ñI think thereôs a sense of urgency that we need to create each week and we need to be mindful 

of how important that edge is to play well,ò Coach Payton said Monday evening. ñThatôs 

something we kind of focused on and made it a point of emphasis with everyone.ò 



 

It was one of the best regular season victories during the Payton Era following the worst game of 

the Payton Era.  The Boyz N Black & Gold massacred ñCutlerôs Care-Bearsò at the óLair of Evilô 

also known as Soldier Field in a 31-15 victory on Monday Night Football, while re-claiming first 

place in the NFC SOUTH. 

The 41-10 loss to the Panthers, which Iôm calling ñThe Debacle at The Domeò prompted a 

complete overall evaluation by coaches and players and led to a lineup-shakeup on Defense. 

Corey White, a frequent starter this season, was a healthy inactive against the Bears as Terence 

Frederick started at right cornerback and safety, Kenny Vacarro who had started every game in 

his two-year career, moved to nickel back as Marcus Ball opened at safety with Pierre Warren. 

Wow, letôs have that line-up againé. 

Cutler finished 17 of 31 for 194 yards with two touchdowns and the three interceptions. Running 

back Matt Forte, a Slidell native and Tulane graduate, was the team's best offensive weapon with 

16 carries for 78 yards. Cutler hit Marques Wilson with a 1-yard TD pass in the fourth quarter 

and the Bears converted the 2-point attempt and he connected with Alson Jeffrey on a 7-yard 

scoring play in garbage time. 

 ñI just think we responded well as a team,ò Brees said. ñWe were embarrassed about what 

happened last week and we know weôre better than that. Certainly, a great sense of urgency 

going into this game, just knowing whatôs at stake and what a win would do for us, not only in 

the standings but just from a confidence standpoint.ò 

 

The Saints bolstered themselves in each category, pitching a near shutout defensively and 

scoring on touchdown drives of 85, 95 and 80 yards through four quarters of play. 

ñI was pleased with the energy level,ò Payton said. ñThe majority of the game defensively, I 

thought we did a real good job. We forced turnovers; we got the pressure weôve been looking 

for. I thought our third-down defense was much improved. 

ñThe first half offensively, we had opportunities. The first drive we ended up with the fumble, 

we sputtered with some penalties and werenôt as clean but we were able put a couple of scores 

together. We did enough to win the game.ò 

New Orleans pressed its will early, though it didnôt immediately show on the scoreboard. 

After winning the coin toss and deferring to the second half, the Saints went out on defense and 

cornerback Patrick Robinson intercepted Cutler on the third play of the game, returning it two 

yards to the Chicago 24-yard line. 



 

The Saints didnôt capitalize, giving back possession on their second play when receiver Nick 

Toon fumbled after a 10-yard catch to the 4-yard line, which the Bears recovered at the 3. But 

New Orleans sandwiched two forced punts around a missed 51-yard field-goal attempt by that 

guy that replaced ñSouthlakeò Hartley.   

 ñDefensive coordinator, Ryan came to us earlier in the week and we changed the path on a 

couple of blitzes, and that happened to be one of them,ò Hawthorne said. ñHe did a great job of 

explaining how it was going to hit, and it worked.  It was 11 guys out there executing. It was the 

guys out there covering, giving me time to come up through the middle, and it was Rob with 

perfect timing on when to dial them up. And when we found something that worked, we stayed 

with it.ò 

The Saints opened the third quarter offensively in the same manner they closed the second, with 

a touchdown drive. The 12-play, 80-yard drive ended on Breesô 7-yard scoring pass to Hill with 

8:35 left in the quarter, raising the lead to 21-0. 

The teams swapped punts before Warren again picked off a deep Cutler pass, intended for 

Alshon Jeffery, and returned it 21 yards from the Saintsô 23-yard line to their 44 with 3:21 left in 

the quarter. 

ñThe first INT was just toward the end of the half and we knew they were probably going deep 

to try to get a field goal or a touchdown, so weôre just trying not to get beat deep,ò Warren said. 

ñAnd then the second one, Lewis helped me out on that one. He had figured something out, he 

told to get over the top of him and I was in the right place.  It feels good because they brought 

me in to make turnovers. Doing that, Iôm doing my job.ò 

The turnover was converted into a 25-yard field goal by Shayne Graham and a 24-0 Saints lead 

that carried into the 4
th
 Qtr. Chicagoôs two fourth-quarter touchdowns, and a two-point 

conversion, were countered by Mark ñMo-Moneyò Ingramôs 15-yard touchdown run for the 

Saints to provide the final margin. 

ñI saw a lot of enthusiasm, I saw a lot of guys just ready to play, just ready to go out there and 

turn it loose and not play with any inhibitions, not play with any caution or paralysis by over-

analysis,ò Brees said. ñJust going out and playing ball and doing it like we know how we can 

do.ò 

But in victory, ñJimmy Gò said the Saints wouldnôt develop amnesia. The feeling that followed 

the Carolina loss will not be forgotten. 

ñI want to remember every moment of that game, to keep us humble and to keep us hungry,ò he 

said. ñWhen this team plays humble and hungry, weôre very, very dangerous. So if we can keep 

that these next two games, weôll see where everything goes. 



 

ñWhen weôre executing and weôre catching the ball for Drew, weôre a special offense and when 

our defense puts up a ó0ô into the fourth, weôre going to be a hard team to beat.ò 

 ñI think weôve shown a couple of times that we can respond from adversity,ò Brees said. ñLetôs 

make sure we can handle success, too.  The tendency after success is to relax, and itôs not time to 

relax. Itôs time to put the pedal to the metal and continue to get better.ò 

 ñSounds like a plan to me.ò
