There 

is nothing to be happy about and, at the same time, guys know that we have to stick together as a 

family.ò 

A team at 4-6, believe it or not, this squad can actually still make the Playoffs as a Wild-Card, 

but like I said in the previous newsletteré. The margin for error is over.  But I believe in this 

team, especially after seeing the things that have taken place already, like, the overtime win 

against Dallas with the pass to C.J. Spiller and then Brees telling the media in the locker room 

afterward that he had a vision that ñGod wanted us to win it that wayò and then the blocked punt 

two weeks later against the ñDirty Birdsò while Steve Gleason was in the house to see it!

The Saints face one of the NFLôs weaker schedules in the final six games, and if Allen can get 

the defense into respectable territory and the team can get healthy, New Orleans might be able to 

recapture the magic of its 3-Game winning streak.

Ryan was on NFL Network's "Game Day Morning" as a commentator earlier this week and, yet 

again, we were all reminded of why the defense had gotten so bad to where it was making the 

numbers from 2012 look goodé. 

During a segment about Washington, Ryan said the team turned his "bye week into a bye-bye 

week," referring to the 47-14 loss last Sunday that saw quarterback Kirk Cousins post a perfect 

passer rating against Ryan's defense, and quipped that New Orleans was so bad this season it is 

"ranked 33rd in the league and there's only 32 teams." 

But then Ryan went where he shouldn't have gone, saying "everything in New Orleans is being 

blamed on me, including Hurricane Katrina."
