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Last Sunday, the ñAerial Assaultò had an impressive 1
st
 Half as Drew Brees went 34 of 49 passes 

for 465 yards with 4 TDôs and getting Josh Hill back after suffering an injury in Week 1 helped 

the team do some things, including making an amazing catch in the back of the end-zone for a 

touchdown! 

      

Having the tight-end back in the line-up certainly helped the play-calling.   ñThat always helps so 

the defense doesnôt know whatôs coming at them,ò wide receiver Brandin ñSt. Flashò Cooks said. 

Cooks said it seems like having both Hill (two catches, 23 yards) and Coby Fleener (six catches, 

74 yards) on the field helps open things up and gets the receivers more favorable looks in 

coverage.  ñSt. Flashò added that the offense can hurt teams no matter what personnel is on the 

field.  He proved that point by later getting open for a gain of 49 yards with three receivers on 

the field. 

Overall, the Saints connected on 6-of-11 passes for 126 yards with two or more tight ends 

playing, a figure that would have been higher if Tommy-Lee Lewis hadnôt dropped a pass. But 

the bulk of the passing offense, along with some big plays, were still from 11 personnel. Along 

with Cooksô big gain, Fleenerôs 50-yard touchdown came with three receivers on the field. 

"It's just one of the personnel groups that we're able to utilize,ò Brees said of the two-tight-end 

package. ñWe put a lot of personnel groups out there. It gives everyone an opportunity, it forces 

defenses to have to prepare for that and have a plan for that. Some weeks are maybe heavier in 

that direction than others, but it's a nice package to have." 

 



 

      

The fact that Carolina was without cornerbacks James Bradberry and Robert McClain was an 

obvious benefit for the Boyz N Black & Gold.  While the Saints had an off week to prepare for 

this game, Carolina had less time to get ready, but nonetheless, wouldnôt you know it, that all the 

media broadcasters were taking the defending NFC Champs against the Saintsé.even at home. 

No respect.  

ñWe were able to do a couple of things that maybe we hadnôt shown the last few weeks, but with 

their injury challenges, on a short week, they were playing much the same front coverage with a 

couple of pressure looks,ò Coach Payton said. ñThey probably didnôt have the variation that they 

wanted, and yet there was a point in the first half where we had 21 (points) and we werenôt able 

to get anything going, until the end of the second half.ò 

The Saints still need to find a way to get the running game going consistently, and there have to 

be some concerns about the offensive line after Andrus Peat left with a leg injury, especially 

since LT, Armstead has been out with an injuryé.but it looks like heôll be back soon, maybe, 

this weekend. 

But this is was probably the best offensive performance from the team yet. Cooks and Michael 

Thomas (five catches for 78 yards) both had strong games, and ñThe Sneadò had four catches, 47 

yards and showed up when needed.  Now, with both tight ends playing, it makes it even harder 

for teams to defend against the ñAerial Assaultò. 

Drew Brees had a feeling the Carolina Panthers would be able to bounce back Sunday, even after 

the Saints hit them with everything they had in the first half.  



 

Brees, bloodied by a hit in the fourth quarter, kept answering Cam ñThe Shamò Newton and the 

Saints D shut down Carolina late in the 4
th
 Qtr, so Brees ended up with the last laugh, setting up 

Wil Lutz for a game-winning field goal in a 41-38 victory that cements the Saints' ability to 

emerge victorious from the kinds of games they lost to start the season. 

      

"These are defining moments of defining games, and these are ones that you can draw from as 

the season goes along and really get a lot of strength from," Brees said. "It also gives you great 

confidence and poise for when those situations arise in the future, because you've been there 

before." 

Brees opened the game with three consecutive touchdown drives, opening up a 21-0 lead on a 

Coby Fleener 2-yard touchdown run, an 87-yard touchdown pass to Brandin Cooks and a 9-yard 

touchdown toss to Michael Thomas. 

With their ñSuper Bowl hangoverò Carolina (1-5) is a shell of the team that cruised to a Super 

Bowl appearance last season (with an easy schedule and A LOT of help from the Zebras), and 

Cam ñThe Shamò was making his first start since suffering a concussion against Atlanta two 

weeks ago. 

"We still knew this was going to be an all-day battle, even when we went up 21-0," Brees said. 

"We know what they are capable of on that side of the ball." 

"We all had an eye on him," defensive end Cameron Jordan said. "We were all really focused on 

keeping him contained in the pocket." 

But Cam ñThe Shamò started making plays in the face of all the pressure. Newton, who has 

grown into a devastating scrambler over the past couple of seasons continued to run for some 

yards, as well as, throwing for a few more, which eventually tied the score. 



 

Aided by three pass interference calls that gave the Panthers first-and-goal at the 2-yard line, 

Newton slowly and steadily marched back against the Saints, completing 27 of 47 passes for 322 

yards and two touchdowns. 

 

After a Brees interception in the third quarter offered him an opportunity, Carolina cut the gap to 

31-30 on Jonathan Stewart's second touchdown run after the point-after try failed. 

But Brees has been in plenty of back-and-forth games, and he kept fending off Newton's advance 

with the kind of record-breaking performance that makes him the elite quarterback that he has 

become over the years. 

 

"It wasn't that hard, but it just looked like he straight punched me in the mouth," Brees said. 

"That's what it felt like, and that's what it looked like on the JumboTron. But I'll take the 15 

yards every time, and we got the touchdown anyway." 

 

"You get a little battle-tested," Coach Payton said. "You find out about guys." 

And the Saints keep marching, even when things get tight. 

 

In the end, Saints rookie-kicker, Wil Lutz made that low line drive 53-yard field goal to get the 

lead for the Saints, but Lutz has been anything but the kicking prodigy that he was touted to be.  

 

After the Carolina game, Lutz is now 7 of 11 on the season (64%) with a long of 57 against the 

Falcons. 64% is absolutely terrible, given that in the NFL, some kickers lose their jobs because 

of success rates under 85%. On the bright side, Lutz has made all 18 of this PAT tries and has 

had at least three touchbacks in every game so far this season. But I need to see more, especially 

when it comes to the long field goals he's supposed to be so good at.

INJURY UPDATE:  

Saints drafted Sheldon Rankins 12th-overall in this yearôs draft in hopes of having him fix a 

woeful defense. In August, Rankins fractured his fibula and has yet to suit up for the team 

this season. 

Rankins is expected to practice today, though he wonôt be formally eligible to play until the 

team visits the San Francisco 49ers in Week 9. 

As ESPN pointed out, Rankinsô return is a huge boost to a team thatôs second last in yards 

allowed per game (419.4,) and last in scoring (allowing 33.6 per game.) Rankins will form a 

solid pass-rushing duo with Cameron Jordan if all goes according to plan, as Nick Fairley 

and James Laurinaitis havenôt worked out as hoped. 

The Saints have won their last two games, though they were high-scoring affairs at that.
