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As mentioned in the previous issue that went out just before the second meeting between these 

two teams; I spoke about the classic battles that have been fought between the Saints and the 

Panthers over the last few years.  The last time New Orleans made the playoffs was the 2013 

Season, and ironically, when the Saints played Carolina in a Sunday Night showdown at The 

Dome, the winner climbed into first place in the NFC South Division standings and kept a hold 

on the second-best record in the conference.  Both teams were 9-3 when that happened and it all 

ended with a Saints victory. 

     

Two years ago, in 2015, an undefeated Carolina squad came to The Dome, wanting to extend 

their winning-streak and thanks to horrible officiating (and a blown 4
th
 Down call) the ñKittensò 

were able to get their twelfth win in-a-row. 

And then, last year (2016) when ñCam the Shamò 

attempted to beat Drew Brees in a shoot-out at The 

Dome (in their first match-up of the schedule) the 

Saints were victorious, coming away with a 41-38 

win, and thereby, returning the favor for the stolen 

game that Carolina had been given the previous 

year.  

Now, in 2017, the Saints defeated the Panthers in 

both matchups, while having the same win-loss 

record, but with both teams losing their regular 

season finale and finishing with the same records 

(11-5) itôs not totally clear as to which team is the 

TRUE division champion. 

But this Sunday all of that will be answered. 



All this week, a lot is being said about how impossible it is for any team to beat the same team 

more than twice. 

The clich® in these situations is itôs hard to beat a team three times in one season, but history 

shows it happens more times than not.   

Since the 1970 league merger; two teams have only met up for a third showdown just 20 times 

and out of those twenty games, the team that won both of the previous meetings during the 

regular seson went on to win the third matchup thriteen (13) times. Below, are the seven (7) 

teams that beat their opponents during the third contest.

The biggest challenge for the Saints might be wondering whether they will see the Carolina team 

that has been inconsistent and turnover-plagued against them or the one that played efficiently in 

wins against New England and Minnesota. 

"There are some games where they have ugly losses, then they come back and beat up some 

really good teams," New Orleans defensive tackle Tyeler Davison said. ñWe have to take those 

losses with a grain of salt and count on them coming in full strength for this game. 

ñWe've already beat them twice, and we know they're upset about that, but we can't let that 

deviate what our plans are for this game." 

The Saints come in confident that theyôve beaten the Panthers twice, but they know that canôt 

turn into overconfidence. 

ñObviously, it gives you some confidence that youôve already beaten this team twice," defensive 

tackle Sheldon Rankins said. ñBut at the same time itôs a different season. If we lose, itôs over. If 

we win, we keep going on." 

 

The Panthers had the third-best rushing defense in the NFL this year, allowing 88.1 yards per 

game. But they gave up their two biggest rushing totals by far against New Orleans -- 149 yards 

in Week 3 and 148 in Week 13.

The Panthers got burned by both members of New Orleans' dynamic duo. Rookie Alvin  Kamara 

had a 25-yard touchdown run in the first meeting and a 20-yard TD run in the rematch. 

Veteran Mark Ingram broke loose for a 72-yard run in Week 13. 

 

Carolina is hardly the only victim, though. The Saints ranked fifth in the NFL in rushing yards 

per game (129.4) and first in the NFL in yards per carry (4.7), while Kamara and Ingram became 

the first RB duo in NFL history to each surpass 1,500 yards from scrimmage. 

The Panthers certainly have the horses to stop the New Orleans running game, with a loaded 

front seven led by linebackers Luke Kuechly and Thomas Davis and defensive tackles Kawann 

Short and Star Lotulelei. 

 

ñThey played the run real well [Sunday] from watching the game tape,ò Saints coach Sean 

Payton said. ñThey do a real great job of rushing the quarterback, so hopefully we will be able to 

have that balance.ò 

The Panthers have had a hard time getting to Drew Brees through eight quarters this season. 

 



 

Part of the Panthers' problem was they couldnôt make the Saints one-dimensional. Much of what 

the Panthers do defensively is predicated on pressuring the quarterback. They ranked third in the 

league with 50 sacks during the regular season. 

But they got to Saints quarterback Drew Brees only three times in two games -- and they forced 

zero interceptions while he completed 75 percent of his passes. 

 

DID YOU KNOW?:   Since coming into the league in 2011; Drew Brees and Cam Newton have 

faced each other exactly 13 times with Brees having a 7-6 record against Carolina in those 

games. 

 

 



The ñDennis Allen-Dò did a much better job of rattling ñCam the Shamò who completed 34 of 

53 passes (64 percent) for a total of 350 yards in the two meetings. 

 

Newton was much less effective in the first meeting. He was intercepted three times and sacked 

four times, while throwing no touchdown passes. 

In the second meeting, ñCam the Shamò threw only 2 TDôs without an INT and was sacked 

twice.  He rushed six times for 51 yards, but 32 of those came on one run after New Orleans built 

a 31-14 lead. 

ñJust try to make óem as one-dimensional as possible, not allow Cam to run all over the place 

and affect the game with his arm and his legs,ò said Rankins, who explained that New Orleans 

did that successfully by mixing things up. ñI think disguising some coverageôs, giving him 

multiple looks, throwing a lot of things at him, not allowing him to get a beat on where the 

coverage is rolling down to, whoôs coming, whoôs not, different stunts up front. I think if you can 

always keep Cam on his toes, it definitely gives you the best chance to win.  But weôre gonna 

have to come out and prove we can do it again for the third time.ò 

The Saints were plus-7 in turnovers on the season. They had 25 takeaways and 18 giveaways, 

with Breesô eight interceptions marking his lowest total since 2004. The Panthers were minus-1 

with 21 takeaways and 22 giveaways. 

Carolina avoided facing breakout rookie cornerback Marshon Lattimore in both meetings 

because of injuries. Lattimore has 5 interceptions, 1 forced fumble and 18 pass defenses in 13 

games, making him the front-runner for NFL Defensive Rookie of the Year. 

Heôll add issues for a Carolina receiving corps that has very little experience. 

 



SERIES HISTORY:   The two teams have met each other 46 times, with the New Orleans 

Saints winning 22 games and the Carolina Panthers winning 24 games. The ñMaster-Playcallerò 

is 11-11 against the ñKittensò with having missed 2 games, while being in exile in 2012.
