Brees had sensed all of that, and made no secret that he wanted the Saints to go for it (as opposed to resting players). 

ñWe feel like we deserved it and the whole city deserved it and we wanted to make it happen,ò Brees said. ñThatôs 

probably the most disappointing thing about this loss.ò   

Well, when a franchise goes 42 years with only 6 total Playoff appearances and then you have a season that starts 

out 13-0 you should be feeling pretty damn good about things.  I mean, hey, itôs like those presents sitting under the 

tree right now waiting to be opened.
